Scanlon Sees Little Growth Toward
North

Private transportation, more specifically traffic, 15
probably Wheeling's biggest single problem. Both
Scanlon and Police Chiet M. Or. Horcher agree on
this.

As Wheeling has grown toward the west, Dundee
Road has remained the only east-west major traffic
artery in the village. Officials hope the construction
of the Lake-Cook Road just north of the village will
take at least some of the rraffic burden off Dundee
Road.

A the situation stands now most of the village’s
shopping centers and businesses front on Dundee
Road, a heavily traveled road with a speed limit of
45 m.ph.

Wheeling is about 50 percent developed,” savs
Scanlon. He predicts, rather boldly, that the
remaining 50 percent will be developed in another
tour years. Surposingly, Scanlon savs he does not
expect the village 1o more north into Lake County
n future annexations.

Meighboring Buffalo Grove has annexed into Lake
County to such a degree in the last few years, that
teday, more than half its area lies in Lake County,
Scanlon says this isn’t the route for Wheeling,
